	For International students -  In addition to meeting academic qualifications, you must:

· Show proficiency in English (a Test of English as a Foreign Language (iBT-TOEFL) score of 550 or above is required and a speaking score of 26 or above is required for those whose native language is not English

· Show proof of financial support, which will be processed through the Office of International Affairs

· Submit evidence of passing the Council of Graduates of Foreign Nursing Schools (CGFNS) qualifying examination prior to coming to Indiana University

· Possess a current Indiana registered  nurse license
